Our RE Curriculum is based on the Devon and Torbay agreed Syllabus 2019-24

Children at Stoke Hill will be taught to:

1. make sense of a range of religious and non-religious beliefs, so that they can:
¢ identify, describe, explain and analyse beliefs and concepts in the context of living religions, using appropriate vocabulary
e explain how and why these beliefs are understood in different ways, by individuals and within communities

e recognise how and why sources of authority (e.g. texts, teachings, traditions, leaders) are used, expressed and interpreted in different ways, developing skills of interpretation

2. understand the impact and significance of religious and non-religious beliefs, so that they can:
e examine and explain how and why people express their beliefs in diverse ways
e recognise and account for ways in which people put their beliefs into action in diverse ways, in their everyday lives, within their communities and in the wider world
¢ appreciate and appraise the significance of different ways of life and ways of expressing meaning

3. make connections between religious and non-religious beliefs, concepts, practices and ideas studied, so that they can:
e evaluate, reflect on and enquire into key concepts and questions studied, responding thoughtfully and creatively, giving good reasons for their responses
e challenge the ideas studied, and allow the ideas studied to challenge their own thinking, articulating beliefs, values and commitments clearly in response
e discern possible connections between the ideas studied and their own ways of understanding the world, expressing their critical responses and personal reflections with increasing clarity and

understanding

Throughout schooling, teachers should consider how their teaching contributes towards the principal aim of RE in Devon and Torbay, and how they help pupils to achieve the threefold aims above.

Pupils will know that
Christians believe:

* God the Creator cares
for the creation, including
human beings.

¢ As human beings are
part of God’s good
creation, they do best
when they listen to God.
¢ The Bible tells a story
(in Genesis 3) about how
humans spoiled their
friendship with God
(sometimes called ‘the
Fall’).

followers.

e Christians worship God
as Trinity. It is a huge idea
to grasp, and Christians
have created art to help
to express this belief.

* The various events of
Holy Week, such as the
Last Supper, were
important in showing the
disciples what Jesus came
to earth to do.

e Christians today trust
that Jesus really did rise
from the dead, and so is
still alive today.

e Christians remember
and celebrate Jesus’ last
week, death and
resurrection.

Pupils will know that:

e Christians believe that
Jesus inaugurated the

here and now. (‘Your
kingdom come, your will
be done on earth as it is
in heaven’.)

e Christians believe Jesus
is still alive, rules in their
hearts and lives through
the Holy Spirit, if they let
him.

e Christians believe that
after Jesus returned to be
with God the Father, he
sent the Holy Spirit at

injustice (see Fall) but
also being loving,
forgiving, and full of
grace.

e Christians do not all
agree about what God is
like, but try to follow his
path, as they see it in the
Bible or through Church
teaching.

e Christians believe
getting to know God is
like getting to know a
person rather than
learning information.

Pupils will know that:

e Christians read the ‘big
story’ of the Bible as
pointing out the need for
God to save people. This
salvation includes the
ongoing restoration of
humans’ relationship with
God.

* The Gospels give
accounts of Jesus’ death
and resurrection.

¢ The New Testament
says that Jesus’ death was
somehow ‘for us’.

e Christians interpret this
in a variety of ways: for
example, as a sacrifice for
sin; as a victory over sin,
death and the devil;
paying the punishment as
a substitute for
everyone’s sins; rescuing
the lost and leading them
to God; leading from
darkness to light, from
slavery to freedom.

e Christians remember
Jesus’ sacrifice through
the service of Holy
Communion (also called
the Lord’s Supper, the
Eucharist or the Mass.

e Belief in Jesus’
resurrection confirms to
Christians that Jesus is the
incarnate Son of God, but
also that death is not the
end.

e This belief gives
Christians hope for life
with God, starting now
and continuing in a new
life (heaven).

e Christians believe that
Jesus calls them to




Pentecost to help the
Church to make Jesus’
invisible Kingdom visible
by living lives that reflect
the love of God.

e Christians celebrate
Pentecost, as the
beginning of the Church.
e Staying connected to
Jesus means that the fruit
of the Spirit can grow in
the lives of Christians.

e Christians believe that
they should bring this
good news to life in the
world in different ways,
within their church
family, in their personal
lives, with family, with
their neighbours, in the
local, national and
global community.

These
suggest that God'’s rule
has begun, through the
life, teaching and example
of Jesus, and
subsequently through the
lives of Christians who
live in obedience to God.
* The parables suggest
that there will be a future
Kingdom, where God’s
reign will be complete.

* The Kingdom is
compared to a feast
where all are invited to
join in. Not everyone
chooses to do so.

e Many Christians try to
extend the Kingdom of
God by challenging unjust
social structures in their
locality and in the world.
